
 

FROM THE PRINCIPAL 
 
The past week has been a really excit ing one for our Year 9 students as they have 
received their laptops and are using them in class. Even though we only have wireless 
connection in Blocks B, C and E at the moment, the students are using the laptops for 
word processing and different activit ies in most of their subjects. I cannot stress how 
important it  is for Year 9 to take responsibility for their laptops and not leave them 
unattended. The good news is that if the laptops are lost or stolen they are fitted with a 
tracking device and they will be remotely decommissioned so that they become 
inoperable to anyone except for the student to whom it is registered. Students are using 
OneNote as the preferred method for taking notes in all subjects. Hopefully the rest of 
the school will be wirelessly connected at the end of the year and next years Year 9 (our 
current year 8 students) will receive their laptops during Term One, 2010. 
 
Earlier this year, Westfields applied through the “Community Development Support 
Expenditure” scheme for funding for some really worthwhile init iat ives. The scheme is 
administered by Fairfield Council and funded by the local clubs. I am extremely pleased 
to announce that Smithfield RSL has donated money to Wesft ields Athletics Club.  
Cabramatta Rugby League Club has donated money for a literacy and numeracy 
program and the Triglav Panthers have donated money for our Posit ive Peer Culture 
Program. On behalf of the entire school community, I would like to thank these clubs 
for their generous support.  
 
Practical HSC examinations have already commenced for many of our students. A 
reminder to all of our Year 12 students and parents that the first HSC examination is 
Tuesday 20 October, 2009 which is less than two months and only four school weeks 
away. This is a vital t ime for revision and consolidation and therefore essential that all 
Year 12 students are at school all day, every day up until the end of term. 
 
Our next P&C meeting will be on Wednesday 23 September 2009. At this meeting we 
will be showcasing the new laptops and demonstrating some of the things that can be 
done with them. We hope to see you there. 
 
I have been asked by the Parking Officers from Fairfield Council to let parents know 
that they will be visit ing our school every week and handing out fines to anyone who 
disobeys road signs or traffic rules. This week there were 27 Infringement notices 
issued. 
 
As you would be aware, we mailed out invoices for outstanding subject fees, sport fees 
and school contributions this week. Whilst a number of parents have made arrangements 
to pay fees, there are still a large number outstanding. It  is especially important for 
students in those years that will be signing out at the end of this year to pay their fees as 
any outstanding fees will delay the sign out process. I would appreciate it  if you could 
make a concerted effort to finalise the payment of these fees by the end of this term. 
Payments can be made in instalments. If there are any difficult ies with the payment of 
fees, I would ask that you make an appointment to discuss them with me.

Results will be prepared for 
distribution in Term 4 – when students will confirm their 
study options for the Higher School Certificate. 
 

The Youth Driver Education program continues on Mondays 
for the next three weeks.  Twenty new students will have the 
opportunity to have professional driving lessons. 
 
Saturday school classes continue for students who wish to 
improve their results. Maths and English classes are 
available at new discounted rates.
