
FROM THE PRINCIPAL  
 
I would like to begin by thanking the P & C and especially Colleen Ott for organising the 
Steven Spellmaster Show. Unfortunately we did not get enough support to make a great  
deal of money however everyone had a thoroughly enjoyable night. I know that I have not 
laughed that much in a long time. Thanks again for a great night. 
 
A further reminder that our senior parent teacher and subject selection evening is on 
Tuesday 30 June, 2009 and the junior evening is on Tuesday 7 July, 2009. If you have not 
already done so, please place these dates on to your calendars at home. We look forward 
to seeing all parents in attendance on these evenings. Year 12 reports will be issued next 
week with reports for other years in the next two weeks. 
 
I am sure that you would have all seen the reports in the paper and on the news last week 
of the fight between school girls fro m the northern beaches that was filmed on other 
student’s phones. This fight resulted in some of these students being arrested and charged. 
Unfortunately, incidents such as this are becoming more widespread. We have also had to 
deal with a number of issues related to the improper use of mobile phones and also mobile 
phones with inappropriate messages and images on them. I would suggest very strongly to 
parents that you regularly check your sons and daughters mobile phones to ensure they are 
being properly used.  
 
Despite numerous requests, there are still a large number o f outstanding subject fees, sport 
fees and school contributions. As mentioned previously, when fees and contributions are 
not paid, we are not able to continue to provide the high quality education which the 
community has become used to. Subject contributions need to be paid immediately as they 
are required to buy the consumables and resources which your sons and daughters use to 
complete their course. I would also like all outstanding school contributions paid as soon 
as possible. If there are extenuating circumstances, I would ask parents to contact me so 
that we can arrange for these contributions to be paid off in instalments throughout the 
year. 
 
Over the last week we have received a large number of phone calls about the swine flu. I 
need to reassure parents that we have not had any cases of the flu amongst our staff or  
students. I will keep parents informed and in the mean time continue to follow any 
directives fro m NSW Health. 
 
Even though we are constantly reminding students and parents, I am concerned at the 
number of students who blatantly disregard road safety rules. Hamilton Road is extremely  
busy in the afternoon and not the place for students to be running across to reach cars and 
buses on the other side. All students must cross at the marked crossing. I would ask 
parents to assist by not calling your sons and daughters across the road. Their lives are 
worth far more than the additional 30-40 seconds which it takes to walk down to the 
crossing and back.
